They had an OSHA survey in 2021 due to an employee death and some hospitalizations and were told they would possibly have a re-survey.  MCMC also received information that surveyors were going into hospitals in TN and when they saw an unmasked employee, they took them to employee health to verify the employee was fully immunized.
