	Guest Speaker, Vickie Siedel, MLT (ASCP) CM
West Kentucky Healthcare Coalition Mayfield KY
	Vickie Siedel discussed ReadyOp and provided an exercise for the coalition members to practice scanning in patients with the following groups: on scene first responders, EMS, hospitals, emergency management. 
Key Takeaways and Feedback: 
· Using a bar code (or driver’s license if available) is easier when putting in patient information.
· You do not need to fill in every single blank, especially onsite.  The main thing is to put a name, triage color, where they are (on scene, in route, at destination, and what hospital they are going to. 
· Even if you scan a bar code, it is helpful to have a name, even if it’s not spelled correctly. 

· It’s easier to update a patient’s status if a bar code is used.  

· If cell service is not available in the area, the information will download when connected if you have downloaded the app and the form.

· All data is stored on KDPH cloud and NEVER on your device so it is HIPAA compliant in a disaster. 

· The 8-digit code, called the Key, is assigned to each agency, not to individuals. The Silo is always KY for Kentucky.  You may have unlimited users with the key. 

· Hospital benefit: 1) Ability to see if incoming patients will require calling in additional staff, acquiring additional supplies, load balancing.  2) Hospitals can allow another organization (Emergency Management or Red Cross) to take over family reunification responsibilities. 

· EMS benefit – 1) Fulfills need for patient tracking in mass casualty incident.  2.) If you need to call in a mutual aid agreement, you don’t have to worry about proprietary software.  Increases interoperability for interagency coordination.   3) Allows EMS to use local volunteer groups, local firefighters or CERT members to assist in initial data entry.  Name and birthdate.
